C60 Amendment Maps
Following our meeting last Monday 21 March 2004 we have spent some time considering the three additional maps proposed by the Coalition. You will recall that these are: Heritage Precincts; Stable v Growth Areas, and Housing Opportunities.

Trying to develop the maps themselves has proven time-wasting and raised some difficulties which make us think that the more fruitful course of action is to ask Council's officers to develop the maps, based on the principles set out below.

The Heritage Precincts Map requires nothing more than to represent on one map all of the Precinct-based HOs in the municipality as set out at item 2 of the attached paper. (Where a single site HO would form part of a precinct, but for the fact of Heritage Vic registration, the site should in our view be included as part of the precinct for the purposes of this map).

The Stable vs Growth Areas Map should adopt the C20 DDOs as its starting-point, but as you will see from the attached chart, the DDOs need to be interpreted as to whether, in the context of existing built form, the design objectives represent 'stable', 'moderate change' or 'growth' outcomes. A height limit of 6 storeys does not automatically equate to 'moderate growth', but could be 'stable' or 'growth' depending on current context. Our categorisation of each DDO area is set out in the table at item 3 of the attached paper. However, our knowledge of the CBD is insufficient to enable us to determine categories for CBD DDOs (or to decide whether CDB outside DDO areas should be designated 'Growth' or split up into different areas.) This was one of the difficulties in trying to do the map ourselves.

It is important that the map is not a DDO map but evolves from that basis. There is no reason to differentiate DDOs per se. Once a DDO has been categorised (e.g. stable) it can be merged in the mapping with adjacent areas in the same category. For the same reason, site specific DDOs such as Pharmacy College and University East do not need to be highlighted at this 'overview' level, but can be merged in the generally 'stable' surrounding area.

Since DDOs do not cover all of the municipality, the further refinement of the map will depend on other policy elements - e.g. HO areas are by definition 'stable'. In other cases, approved developments of the kind listed at points 4 and 5 in the preamble to the DDO Table at item 3 of the attached paper could indicate 'growth' for the purposes of the map.

We suggest that you then consider which categories apply to the balance of the municipality and that we then meet over the draft map.

The Housing Opportunities map should be easy to develop once the Stable v Growth Map is developed, since that would reflect 'stable' v 'growth' areas in the Stable v Growth Map, edited to reflect those areas where specifically housing growth is expected, together with existing stable residential areas. Our broad understanding of what this map will show is set out at item 1 of the attached paper.

We look forward to the opportunity to view the maps once developed. The contents of this letter have been endorsed by all CoRA member associations on the banner above and contact list below.
