What are the reasons for your objection?

	The Carlton Residents Association advocates on behalf of its members to:


Support the retention of the heritage assets within Carlton and to discourage new development that fails to respect these assets\
 Maintain the quality of the public realm with a focus upon maintaining access to sunlight and sky views,

and a pedestrian friendly scale.

Interpret and apply the performance based provisions of the Melbourne Planning Scheme fairly so that the

interests of no one party are unfairly privileged over the interests of another party.

The Carlton Residents Association is generally supportive of  this application, however the Association submits the following comments for your consideration.

The property forms part of the the streetscape around Murchison Square, which is listed in the Victorian Heritage Database as an item of State Significance. Many nearby properties on Owen Street are also listed in the City of Melbourne's Heritage Places Inventory (June 2016): 11 properties (21, 23, 25, 27, 29, 35, 37, 41, 45, 47 and 49 Owen Street) are listed as having a streetscape grading of 1 (being the highest grade) and buildings gradings of B and C (A being the highest). These designations suggest the built form and streetscape character are of particular significance and an appropriate response from any new developments is therefore warranted.

These properties - and others around Murchison Square - generally feature narrow verandas and in some cases narrow gardens, low fencing that has a degree of  transparency, and widows overlooking the street. This arrangement is also achieved by the more modern apartment building to the east at 1 Owen Street. There are three identifiable exceptions to this pattern on the southern side of Owen Street: two instances where part of the dwelling is built up on the front site boundary (at 33 and 37 Owen) and the garage that is the rear of 12-14 Carlton Street. The latter could be redeveloped in future and should not be viewed as a permanent feature.

In this context the proposal to include a metal clad bin enclosure of  3 metres in height and a similar bike enclosure (1.5m in height) at 19 Owen Street would result in an inappropriate edge condition. A more conventional interface, taking clues from the adjoining properties, that results in a softer interface and natural surveillance of the street, would be preferable in this location.
