   Demolition of most of the interior floors and columns.
The proposed major demolitions to the building and the retention of facades only

destroys the integrity of the building.

Alteration  policy guidelines

Consider as relevant:

Ensure additions to significant or contributory buildings:

   Do not visually dominate or visually disrupt the appreciation of the building as it presents to the street.

The added floors are clearly inconsistent with the conservation of a heritage 

place.

Clause 15.03-1S 

Policy Guidelines:

   The Burra Charter is noted as a referral document.

The Burra Charter is clear in stating that any additions to a heritage place should not be seen nor detract from the heritage place.

We submit that the Heritage Place should be protected and that the Application for Permit should be refused.
