	The Carlton Residents Association advocates on behalf of its members to:
   Support the retention of the heritage assets within Carlton and to discourage new development that fails to respect these assets. Maintain the quality of the public realm with a focus upon maintaining access to sunlight, sky views and a pedestrian friendly scale.

Interpret and apply the performance based provisions of the Melbourne Planning Scheme fairly so that the interests of no one party are unfairly privileged over the interests of the other party.

The Carlton Residents Association is generally supportive of this application, however the Association submits the following comments for your consideration.

Drawing A-301 The sightline diagram shows that the upper level additions are clearly visible from the Canning St footpath level on the East side of the street, in particular the lift motor room, not conforming to the heritage guidelines for a non-contributory building.

 Drawing A-705 shadow diagram shows that the private courtyard areas of properties at 4, 6, and 8 Charles St are affected at certain times of the day.                                                                                                                                                                  Drawing  A-707 overlooking diagram shows that the outdoor area of 167 Canning St is adversely affected. 


Drawing A-201 Proposed Street Elevation shows that the front elevation has not changed.  However the applicant’s Design Statement informs us that the existing façade is to be demolished and re-instated. The façade is not the original Victorian façade of the 1880’s but of the period when all Victorian features were totally obliterated, replaced by the Concrete  verandah roof and all the cast iron removed, pediments, mouldings cast aside by some misguided renovators of the 1950’s and 1960”s… This is aa example of the now discredited facadism.
In addition CRA acknowledges that the proposed “full” site basement is not necessarily a planning concern, however it does generate issues which need to be addressed prior to commencement of construction. Although properly executed protection works should prevent damage to adjoining properties, it will depend upon the degree of structural interdependency of the subject and adjoining buildings. With regard to the anticipated lowering of the water table, due to the excavation, the effect on the footings is difficult to predict. This should be determined prior to construction commencing. This raises the question as to whether a basement should be approved at all.
